Project this Girl: Creative Challenge
A Creative Learning Project connected to This Girl Laughs, This Girl Cries, This Girl Does Nothing by Stellar Quines (Scotland)
For P3 – S1 classes
Edinburgh schools who have booked* for their students to see This Girl Laughs, This Girl Cries, This Girl Does Nothing are now invited to apply to be part of this exciting project in which they will work with professional musicians and sound designers.  The selected schools will be supported by Imaginate to work with a team of inspiring artists and develop their own unique creative response to the production. Schools can apply to have more than one class involved in the project.
Each participating class will have a one-day workshop to explore the themes of the production, in particular to explore the sound design and how that tells us some of the story and affects the emotion and atmosphere in the show.  The class will work with professional musicians who are experienced in composing music and sound for productions. They will also learn about evaluating and reviewing a piece of theatre through a facilitated post-show workshop using our Talking About Theatre resource.

What happens when your world is turned upside down and you have to find your own way?
