Welcome to the first Scottish International
Children’s Festival — a festival of theatre,
music, mime, dance and puppetry from
around the world with the emphasis on
children and young people. We are happy to
add Scotland to the growing list of
International Festivals presenting pro-
fessional performance companies who
specialise in producing work relevant and
exciting to young audiences.

Our programme includes performance
companies from Zimbabwe, Canada,
Belgium, USA, and The Netherlands, as
well as six British based companies. The
three specially constructed performance
tents each seat 400 and there are over 80
different show start-times.

To complement our performance
programme and ensure a rewarding day at
the festival there are a range of workshop
tents covering music, theatre, junk
sculpture, story-telling, dance, circus,
environmental art, a festival newspaper
office, activities in the Royal Botanic
Garden next door to the Festival site, roving
entertainers, face painting, large-scale,
non-competitive games, and a Festival
Passport Office. These are all explained in
more detail inside this programme.

We hope you will join us for a whole day at
the Festival. Workshops and open air
entertainment are free of charge. Tickets for
main tent performances have beenkepttoa
single price of £2.00. Please see page 14
for details of how to book and box office
arrangements.

We have recommended the age range
which we feel is most suitable for each
show. Please follow this where possible as
some performances require a level of
concentration for maximum enjoyment.

A creche with trained staff and fully
equipped mothers’ room will be available at
the festival from 9.30 am to 4.45 pm daily.

Disabled access: The whole site is
wheelchair accessible. Please note

wheelchair users should indicate this when
booking tickets for Performance Tents.

Anyone who may need extra help to fully
enjoy their day at the Festival or who would
like to discuss suitability of particular shows
should contact the Festival Education
Officer at our office.

Refreshments are available on site as
well as a covered picnic area. Please
remember to keep the Festival site litter-
free.

The main entrance to the Festival site is
from Arboretum Place. If travelling by
private transport please help to avoid
congestion by complying with traffic
restrictions.

Finally — enjoy the performances, join in
the workshops, take part in the large-scale
games, have your face painted and we
hope you have a totally enjoyable day out at
the first Children’s Festival.
